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REQUIREMENTS TO APPLY TO THE NURSING PROGRAM

NURSING PROGRAM ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS:
The Nursing program uses a selective admissions process. The deadline to meet the admission requirements for each Autumn and Spring can be located on the website at
https://www.hocking.edu/registered-nursing (Registered Nursing) or https://www.hocking.edu/nursing- transition-program (LPN to RN). The following requirements must be met prior to the deadline to be eligible for consideration to the Nursing Program:


1. Completion of “all” of the following preclinical courses with a final grade of a C (73%) or higher.
· BIOS 1113 Anatomy & Physiology I (Advanced Credit given for those entering the LPN to RN track)
· ENGL 1510 English Composition I
· MATH 2250 Statistics or MATH 1113 College Algebra
· GS 1010 Pathways to Prosperity I (This course should be completed with a “C” or higher prior to admission to the program. If taken once in the program, and a grade below a “C” is earned, the failure will count as the one allowed failure within the program). See Nursing Handbook for admission, progression and completion policies.
2. TEAS Test Entrance Exam through ATI Testing (https://www.atitesting.com/teas-prep)
· The ATI TEAS Exam (Test of Essential Academic Skills) is designed specifically to assess a student’s preparedness to enter the health science field. Studies show a consistent link between a student’s performance on the TEAS and future academic success in the Nursing program.
· A minimum composite score of “Proficient” is required to be eligible to apply to the Nursing program.
· Students will complete the TEAS Exam during the application process and must achieve a “Proficient” within 3 attempts to be eligible for consideration to the Nursing Program.
If a student does not earn a “Proficient” or higher within 3 attempts, the student can retake the TEAS after 2 years from the last attempt and can reapply for entry to the program after 3 years.
· TEAS Test should be taken at the Nelsonville Campus Testing Center (online testing will not be accepted). However, if a student has taken the TEAS within 2 years of the
admission deadline at a registered testing site, the student can pay for a transcript of the results to be sent to nursing@hocking.edu.


3. Submit an official High school transcript.

4. Attend the required Nursing Program Information Session (see website for upcoming dates).

5. Submit the Nursing Program Application.

6. Required vaccinations, as listed on the admission checklist, must be current prior to the deadline for admission requirements.



NOTE: Taking General Education courses neither guarantees nor implies a student’s eventual acceptance into the Nursing program.


Following Acceptance into the Program:

1. Attend the required Nursing Program Orientation. Dates are listed on the website.

2. A criminal background check needs to be completed following orientation for students offered a seat in the Nursing program.

3. Completion of Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) with AED, Adult and Child through one of the following: American Red Cross; American Heart Association; American Safety & Health Institute. CPR certification must be current before clinical assignments begin and must remain current throughout the program. The student is responsible for maintaining this certification.

4. A drug Screen will need to be completed through the Hocking College Hawks Center for Well- Being following orientation for students offered a seat in the Nursing program.

This packet will take you through a step-by-step process to complete the Nursing Program application: Please Carefully Read and Complete.

Admission to the Hocking College Nursing Program is selective and competitive. Selection is based on a formula of specific criteria. The forty (40) highest ranking candidates will be presented with program admission.

Professionalism is a requirement. If a student at any time during the application process including but not limited to applying and working with admissions, working with the Nursing faculty and staff, and when representing Hocking College displays unprofessional behavior the student may forfeit their opportunity to be accepted into the Hocking College Nursing program.

Admission acceptance decisions will be finalized within a week following the deadline for the upcoming term and applicants will receive an email (Hocking College email) within the 7-10 days following the deadline. Orientation is mandatory and dates are listed on the website at
hocking.edu>majors> Registered Nursing or LPN to RN.

In the event an applicant does “NOT” attend the orientation they will forfeit their position in the Nursing program and the next highest-ranking applicant will be presented with acceptance into the Nursing program.

Hocking College Nursing Program Outcomes
Student Learning Outcomes (SLOs) are statements of what a student will be able to do when they have completed a program. They represent the knowledge and skills a program has determined are most important for students to gain from that program and include both the Success Skills
(institutional outcomes) and Program Outcomes. SLOs are specific and measurable so the program can accurately assess the degree to which students have achieved each outcome, and they align with college and institution mission and values. Data on the achievement of SLOs is used to make
improvements in the program and increase student success.

· Uses nursing knowledge, clinical judgment, and skills to provide and promote safe nursing practice while providing empathetic and compassionate care.

Guideline Requirements: Applying to Hocking College
Please utilize the following guidelines to ensure that you have completed “ALL” the required steps necessary to apply to the Hocking College Nursing Program.

1. Before applying to the Hocking College Nursing Program, you must first apply to and be accepted to Hocking College.

To apply to Hocking College GO TO:
· hocking.edu and tap the [image: ] in the upper right-hand corner of the page to complete the Hocking College application process.
· When you apply to Hocking College, please be sure to mark, Associate of Science – Nursing

· Complete FAFSA and have it submitted to Hocking College (fafsa.gov). The FAFSA becomes available typically at the end of the Autumn term on the fafsa.gov website.
· Note: This is “not” the same as applying to and being accepted to the Hocking College Nursing program. By applying to Hocking College, we are able to properly determine which preclinical and general education courses you have taken will transfer. This is
the first step, and without it, we are unable to determine the eligibility of the courses you have completed.

2. Please submit an “Official” High-School Transcript to Hocking College Registrar’s Office (registrar@hocking.edu). This is a requirement to apply to the Hocking College Nursing Program. (Transcripts must be sent directly to the Hocking College Registrar’s office. Only transcripts mailed directly to the registrar’s office from the institution will be accepted).

· Please have your high-school transcripts sent well before the application deadline. It may take several weeks to receive a transcript.
· This process will ensure the transfer of eligible College Credit Plus (CCP) courses.
3. If you have attended institutions other than Hocking College, have “ALL” official transcripts
sent directly to Hocking College Registrar’s Office (registrar@hocking.edu) (Not directly to the HC Nursing Program). Only transcripts that are mailed directly to the Hocking College
Registrar’s Office from the institution will be accepted.
· Please have institutional transcripts sent well before the application deadline. It may take up to 4 weeks to receive transcripts.

Application and Admission to the Nursing Program
Application and admission to the Nursing Program is a separate procedure from the application and admission to Hocking College. Admission to Hocking College does not ensure admission into the Nursing Program. Any Hocking College student may declare Associate of Science – Nursing as a major, enroll, and complete the general education courses required for an Associate of Science Program degree without having been specifically admitted to that program. However, only those students who have been selected and admitted into the Hocking College Nursing Program may enroll
in the Nursing (NT) courses. There is “NO” waiting list. If a student is not accepted, they must reapply for the next/later semester to be considered for the Nursing program. Students re-applying to the Nursing program must submit a new application and complete the application process to be eligible to be considered for the program.

All statements related to admission criteria or announcements of present policies are subject to revision as needed. Any advice given by the Nursing department regarding coursework does not ensure
acceptance into the Nursing program.
The Hocking College Nursing Program utilizes a selective admission process. The selection is based on a ranking formula of specific criteria. The forty (40) highest ranking applicants will be presented with program admission. If for some reason any of the forty (40) highest ranking applicants decline admission into the Nursing program, the next highest-ranking student will be presented with program admission.

Transferability of Nursing Program Courses
Due to the technical nature of the Nursing (NT) courses, it is unlikely that they will transfer to other Nursing program institutions. Hocking College Nursing Program “does not” accept transfer credits for Nursing program courses taken at other institutions in place of the required courses at Hocking
College.
Criminal Background Check Information
The Ohio Board of Nursing (OBN) is no longer permitted to automatically deny an application or license based on an applicant's convictions. The OBN provides a list of possible or potential disqualifying offenses on their website. In accordance with law, the Board must consider the totality of the situation pertaining to the conviction to determine if there is any connection between the conviction and the practice of nursing (ORC 9.78 and 9.79). This determination can only be made after a complete application for licensure has been received and will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis by the OBN compliance department.

Students convicted of a felony are not eligible for entrance to the Hocking College Nursing programs. Non-felony convictions will be reviewed by the Program Manager, and admission will be considered on a case-by-case basis. The program complies with the criminal records check laws in Ohio specific to healthcare workers.

Performance Standards

A student with documented disabilities may receive reasonable accommodation to meet the minimum requirements identified below. The Accessibility Resources Office and the Nursing Program Manager can assist students to understand the program requirements and determine
whether and how their disability can be accommodated in the program. Students unable to meet the standards with or without accommodation will be denied admission or removed from the program and alternate career programs may be discussed with them.

Section B: Program Health Requirements: Immunizations and Physical Assessment

· Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis (Tdap) at least every 10 years
· Varicella (Chicken pox) - Immunization or positive titer test
· Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR) - Series of two (2) or positive titer test
· Hepatitis B Vaccination - Series of three (3) or positive titer test
· An up-to-date vaccination record must be submitted with the completed application.
· Students are required to have the influenza vaccination yearly to participate in clinical courses.
· Physical Assessment information will be provided at orientation.
· Students are required to provide a TB Monteux result, TB Gold result, or chest x-ray prior to clinical courses. Further information will be given at orientation.

Section C: Program Admission Ranking Criteria

** Minimum Requirements for Consideration of Admission to the Hocking College Nursing Program include:

· BIOS 1113 Anatomy & Physiology I (must achieve a C (73%) or higher grade to be eligible)
· ENGL 1510 English Composition I (must achieve a C (73%) or higher grade to be eligible)
· MATH 2250 Statistics or MATH 1113 College Algebra (must achieve a C (73%) or higher grade to be eligible)
· TEAS Test entrance exam with a composite score of “Proficient” or higher (each applicant is permitted 3 attempts)
